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We had a very productive meeting of the SBBMA in Lone Tree, Colorado, during the last weekend in April.  I was very encouraged by the number of states represented at the meeting.  Folks were there from nearly twenty states.  Many state convention staff who relate to bivo ministers were present.
We voted to change our Constitution to include ministers from smaller membership churches.  This was a positive move because many states already have this designation.  Also, it will allow us to secure specific data about those we serve.
One of the major outcomes of our meeting was the plan to make membership in the SBBMA a major emphasis.  We are going to produce a brochure which will outline the benefits to bivos and smaller membership ministers, their wives and their churches.  Information about the membership drive will be ready soon.
We will continue to designate individual colleges and universities which will become Regional Resource Centers for Bivocational Ministry.  Presently, we have three:  The Baptist College of Florida, Mid-Continent University, and Campbellsville University. These Regional Resource Centers will be the center of activity for training and conferencing for their area. 

Our annual meeting for next year is scheduled for the last weekend in April 2008.  It will be held at The Baptist College of Florida in Graceville.  We will also have a project for Bivo Builders during the week prior to the meeting.
In the coming months, I plan to work with the leadership of state conventions who do not have any significant emphasis on bivocational ministry.  The list of states that are strengthening their work in this area is growing.
We will continue to do our best to encourage, train and support those who serve our Lord as bivocational ministers. 
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
